PROPOSITO

comunicativas que involucren otras visiones de mundo y la propia, con el fin de interactuar y tomar
conciencia de su propia identidad.

ACTITUDES

medioambiental, entre otros.

DESARROLLO

Técnicas y habilidades para un debate

e El docente presenta el tema del debate y explica que consiste en elaborar argumentos grupales y
un discurso personal referido a algln tema en particular. En esta actividad, se incluye distintas
posturas sobre un asunto relacionado con algun avance cientifico, tecnoldgico o social que afecte
al mundo actual.

e Los estudiantes revisan un video seleccionado por el profesor, sobre algin debate realizado por el
Programa Inglés Abre Puertas (PIAP), disponible en YouTube. Asi podran recordar lo visto acerca de
las estructuras mas utilizadas en este tipo de discusidn, sus caracteristicas, el propdsito de cada
hablante y la funcidn de los argumentos y contraargumentos.

e El docente sefiala: First, we are going to watch a video of a real debate with the participation of
Chilean students just like you. This video is from PIAP and will allow you to know exactly how to take
turns, speak with confidence and believe in yourself!

Then, as a group, think about the positive aspects of the other group’s point of view and ways of
refuting this.

Look at the rubrics first to know how you will be assessed. Then, prepare your speeches carefully,
practice them and in two more classes you are going to present. Good luck with this challenge!

PERSUASIVE LANGUAGE TECHNIQUES

Rule of three: Better cities means more collaboration, more participation and more respect from its citizens.
Personal pronouns: These allow you to: Involve the audience and make them feel part of a group: We are
all here for the same purpose.

Empathise with the audience: | tell you here and now that all preconceived ideas about the future are
wrong.

Imagined conversation: The conditions will be so good that people will tell you “Wait, do you mean that
now there will never be lack of energy in this town anymore?”

Facts and figures: Aristotle said, “There are only two parts to a speech: you make a statement and you
prove it. “and this element is a good way of proving your points:

It was reported last year that nearly 45,000 people died in car crashes”, “20% of the  people who
preferred chocolate over syrup...”

Emotive language: Due to our selfishness and lack of anticipation, now many species have died and there
is no way back.

Rhetorical questions: Oh life, why have you created such wonderful creatures?

Use of imperatives: So, stand up and do something to save our world from pollution!

Opinion as if it were a fact: Everybody knows that this is the best solution.

Hyperbole: “So first of all, let me assert my firm belief that the only thing we have to fear is fear itself.”-
Franklin Delano Roosevelt, First Inaugural Address

Citing sources: To prove your facts are true: ‘A recent article in the New York Times stated....”

Repetition: Emphasizes the idea: ‘We must act, we must act quickly, and we must act decisively’.

e Se organizan en grupos y se les entrega el tema a debatir y la posicidn (a favor o en contra) que
deben defender.
> Guia de estructura del debate (traducido del espafiol y adaptado del modelo de debate PIAP).
Los alumnos reciben este documento de modelo de debate y cada equipo lo lee y analiza. El
docente los supervisa y va aclarando las dudas y consultas.

Debate structure
1st speaker: in favour 3 minutes
1st speaker: against 3 minutes
2nd speaker: in favour 3 minutes
2nd speaker: against 3 minutes
Break 5 minutes
3rd speaker: in favour 3 minutes
3rd speaker: against 3 minutes
4th speaker: in favour 3 minutes
4th speaker: against 3 minutes
TOTAL: 29 minutes
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e During the debate, each one of the members of the team participates only once, complying with
the following:
1% speaker in favour and against introduces the topic, the motion and the team members.
Then he/she introduces the two arguments the team will defend.

2" speaker in favour and against provides deeper insight to the arguments presented by
the 1%t speaker, provides evidence and supports the motion. This speaker can begin refuting the
arguments presented by the other team, although it is not mandatory.

3" speaker in favour and against must refute the information presented by the other team.
This speaker counterarguments the information of the opposing team. (This is mandatory).

4™ speaker in favour and against summarizes the team’s motion reminding the audience
about the arguments used by the team. Also, this speaker compares and contrasts the
arguments of the opposing team, justifying why their arguments are better than those of the
other team and why, consequently, they should win the debate.

e The teams present their speeches alternately, using the available time for that (3 minutes per
speaker). Those speeches which last less than two minutes and exceed three, will be penalized.

e The timekeeper will indicate when there are 30 seconds left and then, when the time has run out.

e After the 2™ speakers of each team have participated, there will be a 5-minute recess during
which the team will prepare the refutation and closing of the debate.

e At this stage, no new arguments must be presented. If this happens, one point will be deducted
from the team.

e No technological devices may be used during the debate.

e The teams must behave in a polite manner and with a spirit of fair play. Those teams who do not
respect the fair play during the different stages will have a lower score.

Participando en un debate
e El docente describe los pasos a seguir durante la actividad:
a. At random, you will get in groups of 6 to participate in a debate.
b. Three will have to defend the position that supports the motion and three will be against the
motion.
c. |am going to think of a number and the one who guesses is going to be speaker number 1,
then 2, and then 3. The same will happen with the other group of three.
d. Then, each sub-group is going to receive the same two articles about the topic which is
directly related to the motion.
e. Read, underline and organize your ideas according to the models for debate speeches and
according to the role of your speaker.

Tips for writing a debate speech

Always use formal language and varied connectors.

Introduction ‘Good evening/good morning dear classmates and teacher. My name is

and my group members are . We are here to debate about the topic of . This
house believes that ” (viewpoint for or against).
Body

Aim to make three points supporting your case. Set out these points in your introduction. ‘I will use the following
three points to support my argument: firstly...., secondly... and finally...”

State your point clearly and decisively If you are discussing a problem, look at the causes and the effects of the
problem.

Support your point with evidence.

Show that this evidence proves your point.

Suggest a solution.

In one paragraph, briefly acknowledge and refute the opposition’s points.

Conclusion
‘In conclusion, our house believes that because of these three/four crucial points

”

Give a brief and clear summary of your three points so the audience remembers them. Use a good quote to
make your conclusion emphasize your point.
Thank the audience for listening.

e Posteriormente, investigan acerca del tema por medio de los enlaces y/o los articulos que les
entrega el profesor. Seleccionan la informacién mas importante y agrupan los argumentos a favor
y en contra de la postura que tienen que defender, para poder rebatir con fundamentos los
argumentos del otro grupo.

e Tras revisar la rubrica de evaluacién del debate, preparan su discurso con un lenguaje claro,
persuasivo y cumpliendo los criterios de dicha rdbrica (organizacion, estructura, presentacion,
discurso, entre otros). Después se efectuia el debate vy, al terminar, la audiencia formula preguntas.
Por ultimo, el profesor entrega retroalimentacidn a los grupos.

Orientaciones para el docente
Se sugiere los siguientes indicadores para evaluar formativamente los aprendizajes:

e Participan en un debate, utilizando las técnicas persuasivas propias del discurso.
e Comunican ideas sobre temas cientificos y demuestran conocer al publico, el contexto y el
propdsito.

El debate puede ser desafiante para los jévenes, pues se efectuara en inglés. Por lo tanto, se sugiere
que el profesor apoye los roles de cada participante y les entregue informacidn de sitios web donde
puedan revisar y observar juntos a otros jovenes debatiendo, y también actividades realizadas bajo la
supervisién de entidades reconocidas internacionalmente.

Ademas, el docente destaca y apoya otros aspectos importantes, como presentacién personal, tono de
voz, presencia ante el jurado y uso de muletillas para apoyar el discurso y no entorpecerlo. Dado lo dificil
que puede ser una presentacion oral en un debate, se sugiere ensayar previamente con un grupo
pequefio de alumnos, del mismo curso o de otro, para recibir sus sugerencias y observaciones en cuanto
a las fortalezas y debilidades en la estructura, las técnicas, el uso del tiempo, las ideas expuestas y el
discurso mismo.

Para apoyar y fortalecer la comunicacion oral, también puede revisar y reforzar estructuras especificas,
como la pronunciacion y la fluidez oral necesarias para una buena presentacion. Asimismo, puede
examinar videos que ayuden a entender auditivamente sonidos mas complejos, o videos con
comparacion y contraste de “errores frecuentes” —por ejemplo: sonidos como /[/ /tf/; /b/ /v/, entre
otros— que pueden dificultar la expresion de los jévenes. Se recomienda inspeccionar
