e Read the article/research paper that you received.

e Reflect about which the most important aspects of that topic are. (what)

e Divide and organize the content into general information and details or from most important
to least important.

e Then, think about why you want your students to acquire this knowledge. (what for)

e Next, think of a motivating and effective evaluation activity which will measure what has
been taught in the mini lesson.

o After this, design the parts of the class, which are: motivation, teaching the lesson and clear
instructions for the evaluation.

e For the part of the lesson in which you teach and explain your students, you must do this by
showing pictures or diagrams and by explaining in your own words in a motivating and
engaging way.

e For your explanation you will need a multimodal resource such as power point or Prezi (a
maximum of three slides with mostly drawings or pictures with very little writing), posters or
objects.

e C(Create, in note form, and practice, the script of your lesson for you to fully know what you
are going to explain and how you are going to do it.

e Remember that the only way to learn is by being engaged with the learning process, so help
your students by talking in a loud, calm voice, with clear pronunciation and maintaining eye
contact with several students from the class.

e Remember that body language is also important to show that you are interested in your
students and passionate about what you are teaching.

e After teaching your class, ask students if there are any questions. After you have answered
one to two questions, explain the evaluation activity and hand out a rubric every two
students in order for them to know what is required of them.

e After finishing the activity, tell your students to do their assignments with the partner sitting
next to them and to assess the work they will receive by using the rubric. Finally, tell them to
give useful feedback to each other.
